As you will be
aware, following the latest Government announcement we have had to look very carefully at the
events we have planned this term. Below is a brief resumé of each.

Sports day

Sports day will take place on Friday 2" July. The Government’s advice to schools says the following:
Sports days can go ahead. In line with the rest of the system of controls, pupils and students must
remain in their bubbles. Sports equipment should be regularly cleaned throughout the event.

The Sports Department have worked extremely hard to ensure the day follows all COVID guidance.
We are confident that the measure we have in place will still allow all our students to really enjoy
their day.

Activities Week

Unfortunately, in line with government guidance we will not be able to run this induction day. With
over 200 students joining us from 24 different primary schools across Trowbridge and beyond, we
are very mindful of the potential risks to bubbles within primary schools.
