	To think about something carefully and for a long time.

	nestle
	Move or arrange oneself in a comfortable and cosy position.

	noxious
	Harmful and unpleasant. 

	protruding
	To stick out from or through something.

	ravenous
	Extremely hungry.

	redolent
	Smelling strongly of something or having qualities (especially smells) that make you think of something else.

	rove
	To move or travel around an area, especially a large one.
