	bombardment
	A continuous attack on a place with guns or bombs. Or, a situation in which so many questions or other things are directed at someone, that they find it difficult to deal with them.


	convulsed
	To (cause to) shake violently with sudden uncontrolled movements.


	dispersed
	To spread across or move away over a large area, or to make something do this.

	exasperated
	Annoyed, especially because you can do nothing to solve a problem.

	heliograph
	A wireless device that signals by flashes of sunlight reflected by a mirror. The flashes are produced by tilting the mirror, or by interrupting the beam with a shutter

	ominous
	Suggesting that something unpleasant is likely to happen.

	perpendicular
	At an angle of 90° to a horizontal line or surface.

	quagmire
	An area of soft, wet ground that you sink into if you try to walk on it. Or, A dangerous or difficult situation. 

	quivering
	To shake slightly, often because of strong emotion

	rumpled
	Creased and untidy. 

	runnel
	A small stream; an amount of liquid that is flowing.

	stragglers
	A person or animal that is last in a group to do something or the last to get to or leave a place.


	traitor
	A person who is not loyal or stops being loyal to their own country, social class, beliefs.


	trepidation
	Fear or worry about what is going to happen.

	valiant
	Very brave or bravely determined, especially when things are difficult or the situation gives no cause for hope.
